TOURISM

Annual Tourist Arrivals to CARICOM Countries, 2009 - 2013
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e Tourist arrivals to the Region grew from 7.0
million in 2009 to over 7.7 million in

2013.

e The leading destination for tourists to the
Region was Jamaica, which saw an in-
crease in arrivals from 1.8 million in 2009
to 2.0 million in 2013, followed by The Ba-
hamas with 1.4 million arrivals in 2013
up marginally from 1.3 million in 2009.

Tourist Arrivals by Country of Origin: 2013
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e The majority of tourists who visited the Re-
gion came from the United States, ac-
counting for 57% of total tourist arrivals in

2013.
